This new edition of Pasajes consists of 
three volumes, all coordinated by chapter 
theme, vocabulary, and grammar points: 
a review of grammar (Lengua), a cultural 
reader (Cultura), and a literary reader 
(Literatura). By emphasizing the same 
structures and similar vocabulary in a given 
chapter across all three components, the 
series offers greater cohesion and clarity.

The Pasajes program also provides great 
fl exibility. The three volumes can easily be 
used in conjunction with one another. At the 
same time, Lengua can be used by itself for 
a one-term grammar review, and Literatura 
or Cultura can stand alone as literary or 
cultural readers. Teachers also can pair up 
the grammar volume with one or both of the 
readers.

The hallmark of Pasajes is its intelligent 
treatment of topics that speak to students’ 
interests. Relevant topics are approached 
from a cross-cultural, sociological point 
of view; the overall goal of the series is to 
challenge students not just to learn about 
the language and cultures of the Hispanic 
peoples, but also to think critically about 
their own culture.

Since publication of the fi rst edition of 
Pasajes in 1983, interest in communicative 
language ability has grown steadily. The 
focus on profi ciency, articulated in the 
ACTFL Profi ciency Guidelines, and the 
growing body of research on the processes 
involved in each of the language skills have 

supported the importance of communicative 
ability as a goal of classroom language 
study, while suggesting activities that enable 
learners to develop specifi c skills in each of 
the four traditional areas.

•  Developing a functional, 
communicative language ability is the 
overall goal and guides the design and 
organization of the series.
