Rock Art Tour of New Mexico, Utah, and Arizona

Cost: $1,300 per person

June 4: Arrive in Albuquerque for a welcoming cocktail party at the Old Town Hotel.

June 5: Begin with a special visit to Petroglyph National Monument on Albuquerque’s West Mesa. Next, visit Coronado State Monument and the Spanish colonial village ruins of San Jose de las Huertas, founded in 1764.

June 6: Travel to the incredible Pueblo ruins and Spanish missions of Salinas National Monument. Spend the evening at the Inn of the Mountain Gods on the Mescalero Apache reservation.

June 7: Visit the amazing petroglyphs at Three Rivers Petroglyphs Site and then travel to the sky city of Acoma, where descendants of the Anasazi have lived for more than 500 years.

June 8: Cross trails with famous travelers at Inscription Rock, located at El Morro National Monument. Visit the Village of the Great Kivas at Zuni and then spend the evening at the charming Thunderbird Lodge at Canyon de Chelly.

June 9: Spend the day touring Canyon de Chelly by jeep. Stop to see such breathtaking sites as Antelope House, White House, and Standing Cow Ruins.

June 10: Travel to Utah to see the isolated rock art of Sand Island near Bluff. Then travel to Moab, where you’ll see the spectacular panels near the Colorado River.

June 11: Travel into New Mexico, stopping at Aztec National Monument near Farmington, New Mexico. This ancient pueblo was occupied by both the Chaco and Mesa Verde Anasazi cultures. Pass through Ghost Ranch, the territory that inspired much of Georgia O’Keeffe’s work.

June 12: Spend the day at fascinating Bandelier National Monument, with its cliff dwellings, petroglyphs, and beautiful scenery. Return to Santa Fe and browse through some of the shops, art galleries, and museums.

June 13: Wrap up the tour with a visit to the extensive petroglyphs in the Galisteo Basin, which is not usually open to the public.

June 14: Depart for home.
