Albuquerque is New Mexico’s largest city, with a population of over half a million. It is in the heart of Native American Pueblo country, the oldest farming community in North America. Spanish colonists who came to settle on the banks of the Rio Grande officially founded the town in 1706. They named the town after the Spanish Duke of Alburquerque (and later dropped the first “r” in the spelling).
