To answer your question about our climate, Albuquerque is renowned for pleasant year-round weather. The average yearly temperature is 70 degrees. Low humidity and warm temperatures make this an enjoyable destination during any season. 

By springtime, the warming trend begins with buds and blossoms decorating the city. In April and May, average temperatures are back up to 70 degrees during the day, dropping to about 40 degrees at night.

In November, temperatures are in the 50s during the day, with a nighttime low of about 32 degrees. Snow falls occasionally during the winter months, but the desert sun melts it within a day or two. The winter high temperature is about 50 and the nighttime low is about 35 degrees.

The summer months are warm and dry, with an average daytime high of about 89 degrees and a nighttime low of about 60 degrees. In September and October, summer weather is still lingering.
