At your request, I researched bed-and-breakfast accommodations for your client’s week in Toronto. Based on the recommendations of the Bed-and-Breakfast Registry of Toronto, I have selected three places, described below.

“The Fountaines,” in downtown Toronto off Yonge Street, is a luxury home situated in a complex of Victorian townhouses. The area is quiet, surrounded by gardens and brick walks. A full breakfast is served every day, complete with home-baked muffins. They offer a choice of two large double rooms, each with a private bath, for $115 per night.

“The St. Clair” is in the beautiful, old Rosedale section of town. The area is tree-lined, serene, and only minutes from downtown Toronto by subway. The friendly owners are world travelers and own a restaurant. A full breakfast is served daily in the spacious dining room. Coffee and tea are available around the clock. They offer a well-appointed double room with a private bath for $85 per night.

“Lowter House” is a special type of accommodation. It is a castle in the country, just 30 minutes out of the city. More like a weekend retreat, the estate has ponds, winding lanes, all types of wildlife, and modern amenities such as a pool and a sauna. The sunroom has a pool table, and there’s a riding stable on the property. A full farm breakfast is served daily. A double room with a bathroom shared by one other guest room is $75 per night.

Let me know if your client is a smoker or is allergic to pets, as that may eliminate some of the homes. In addition, most of these homes do not accept credit cards as payment, and they have varying policies with regard to deposits and cancellations.
