Education vacations come in many forms, from formaal campus programs to research in the field. The choices for travelers are extensive, and so are the range of settings.

On some education vacations, classes are held at such institutions as Cambridge University and Dublin's Trinity College, where mornings (from about 9 to 11 a.m.) are devoted to lectures and discussion, and afternoons are free for exploring. Some trips are less rigorous, but still education-oriented, concentrating on topics such as as the gardens of England, the art of Italy, or the wildlife of Australia.

Their are field research programs in which travelers can assist scientists and archaeologists in their work. This is a good way to widen your horizons and get a new perspective on an area. Educational groups have helped ex cavate mummies in the Atacama desert of Chile and have observed kangaroos in Melbourne, Australia. These trips are usually made by educators or professionals.
