Waterfalls

Listed below is a summary of the waterfalls in the Yellowstone region. The waterfalls listed are the most accessible and offer tourist facilities.

Pine Creek Falls
A double-level falls with a bridge on the lower portion for viewing. Drive 12 miles south of Livingston on Highway 89 to the Pine Creek turnoff, and turn east toward the Absaroka Mountains.

Lake Creek, Beartooth, and Crazy Creek Falls
These falls can be seen from the highway near the northeastern corner of Yellowstone National Park. Travel Highway 212 (the Beartooth Highway).

Hyalite Canyon
The canyon lies south of Bozeman and is reached by following South 19 Avenue toward the Gallatin Mountains.

Pioneer Falls
The Pioneer falls is 4 miles up Spanish Creek Trail in Gallatin Canyon. Drive south of Bozeman on Highway 191 towards Big Sky Ski and Summer Resort.

Wraith Falls
The falls are at the end of a half-mile trail found about 6 miles east of Mammoth, along Lupine Creek.

Big Timer Falls
To reach the falls, take Highway 191 north from Big Timber for 10 miles, then turn west onto Forest Service Road 197 and drive about 13 miles.
