Attractions in and around Albuquerque include Sandia Peak Tram (the world’s longest tramway), the Rio Grande Zoo, the National Atomic Museum, the Albuquerque Museum, and Petroglyph National Monument. Special events include Magnifico Festival of the Arts, and the Albuquerque International Balloon Fiesta with over 600 hot-air balloons. Visitors also enjoy year-round golf, skiing, horseracing, and hang gliding. Santa Fe is less than an hour away.
