After school he visits and acts as if nothing had
happened. Nancy decides to use her communication skills to
stop this abuse.

First, Nancy thinks about what she’ll say. (Think before
you speak.) The next time Rashad comes by after school,
Nancy looks him straight in the eye. (Make eye contact.) She
tells him that his behavior at school hurts her. She says that
she likes talking to him and hanging out with him, but she
doesn’t understand why he picks on her at school. (Be direct.)
She is hurt, but she knows that making nasty remarks won’t
help. (Avoid being rude or insulting.) When she’s done talking,
she waits for Rashad to respond. (Pay attention.)
