You can add or subtract the same number on each side of an equation and the
result is an equivalent equation. Equivalent equations have the same solution.

Addition Property If you add the same number to each side of an equation, the two sides remain
of Equality equal. For any numbers a, b, and ¢, ifa = b, thena + ¢ = b + c.
Subtraction Property | If you subtract the same number from each side of an equation, the two sides
of Equality remain equal. For any numbers a, b, and ¢, ifa = b,thena —c = b — c.
