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INTRODUCTION

The Glencoe Vocabulary PuzzieMaker software is an easy-to-
use program that lets you create crossword puzzles, word search
puzzles, and jumble puzzles. You can print the puzzles you create, or
you can have your students complete the puzzies on the computer
using the Vocabulary PuzzlePlayer program. Whichever option you
choose, the Vocabulary PuzzleMaker software makes creating puz-
zles fun and easy.

Every Vocabulary PuzzleMaker program is accompanied by one
or more puzzle databases of words from your textbook. Although the
Vocabulary PuzzleMaker provides numerous vocabulary words, you
can add your own words. You may also edit or delete any of the
vocabulary words.

If you want your students to work on the computer, simply save the
puzzles you create instead of printing them. Then, your students can
open any puzzle and use the PuzzlePlayer program to work at the
computer. It’s that easy!

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INSTALILATION PROCEDURIES

The installation program will automatically install the PuzzleMaker

and PuzzlePlayer components. The PuzzleMaker software lets you,
the teacher, create puzzles for your students; and the PuzzlePlayer
component lets your students use the computer to complete the puz-
zles you create. It is recommended that you install both components
on your computer and then install only the PuzzlePlayer software on
the computers your students will use.

Follow these steps to install the Glencoe PuzzileMaker software

on a hard drive or network. Refer to the appropriate instructions—
Windows or Macintosh.

Windows Installation Procedures

Turn on your computer.

Insert the Glencoe PuzzleMaker installation disk in Drive A.
Windows 3.1: While in the Program Manager, choose Run from
the File menu.

Windows 95, 98, or NT: Click the Start button on the Taskbar
and choose the Run option. »

Type a:\setup and press ENTER to run the installation pro-
gram. Follow the prompts on the screen to complete the instal-
lation process. Although the installation program is configured
to copy the software to c:\puzzie on your hard drive, you can
change this location. For example, you can select a location on
your network server. Make sure that you have the proper
access privileges if you intend to install the software on a net-
work. Additionally, you will need full-access privileges to the
program directory after you install the software.

Remove the installation disk from the drive.

If you installed the programs on a server and you plan to let
your students use the PuzzlePlayer to complete puzzles on
the computer, then-you need to create a program start-up icon
at each workstation. Performing this step provides the comput-
er with the necessary information so that your students can
easily access the software.

Windows 3.1: Create a new program group called Glencoe
PuzzleMaker. Then create a new program item. Use the
Browse button to identify the location of the program on the
network server. Click the Change Icon button and choose a
start-up icon.

Windows 95, 98, or NT: Click the Start button and choose
Taskbar from the Settings menu. Choose the Select Menu
Program tab and click the Add button. Use the Browse button
to identify the location of the program on the network server.
Proceed to the next screen and create a new folder called
Glencoe PuzzleMaker in the Programs folder. On the next
screen, enter a short cut that includes the program name.
indicate that you are finished. Your students can now click the
Start button to access the Glencoe PuzzlePlayer software
through the Programs menu.

Repeat this step at each workstation.

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Turn on your computer.

Insert the Glencoe PuzzleMaker jnstallation disk in a disk
drive.

Double-click the installation program icon.

Indicate the location where you want to install the program.
Follow the prompts on the screen. You can choose to install the
software onto a hard drive or you can select a location on the
network. The installation program creates a folder called
Glencoe PuzzleMaker and copies the program files to the
location you choose. NOTE: The PuzzleMaker and
PuzzlePlayer software are designed to run from a network
server. Before you begin the installation process, however,
make sure that you have the necessary access privileges.
Additionally, you will need full-access privileges to the program

. folder after you install the software. Your students must have

read-access privileges to the files in that folder.
Remove the installation disk from the drive.
