Chapter 9 – Section 1

The Republicans Take Power

Narrator: On March 4, 1801 Thomas Jefferson became the first U.S. President to be inaugurated in Washington D.C., the new capital city. 
The Republican Jefferson favored the small farmer and property owner over the city merchant and financiers. He supported freedom of religion and the separation of church and state. He advocated states rights and a limited role for the federal government.

Upon assuming office he significantly reduced the national debt by cutting the federal budget, slashing army and navy expenditures. He also eliminated the hated excise tax on whiskey that had been the source of open rebellion in the west.

In one of Jefferson’s first acts of foreign policy, he sent a naval squadron to fight the Barbary pirates who were harassing American commerce off the coasts of Libya and Algeria. In this first U.S. confrontation with the Middle East, Lieutenant Stephen Decatur became a national hero for his courageous leadership in the conflict.

In 1803, in spite of his own concerns over the Constitutionality over the acquisition of new land, Jefferson secured the Louisiana territory from France. With the stroke of a pen the United States purchased nearly 800,000 square miles including the Mississippi River Valley and most of the present day Midwest for fifteen million dollars. The Louisiana Purchase effectively doubled the land area of the country.  


Later that year, Jefferson requested funds from Congress for an expedition to explore the Mississippi River and beyond in search of a route to the Pacific. Jefferson’s private secretary, Meriwether Lewis led this trek with partner, William Clark. Their historic journey eventually opened the west to settlement.
In 1804, Thomas Jefferson was elected to a second term as president.
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
