Male Speaker #1: Welcome to Canada the second largest country in the world.

Male Speaker #1: Canada today has two official languages English and French.

A quarter of Canadians have French ancestors. Most live in Montreal and Quebec City, in the province of Quebec where five and a half million people speak French as their first language.
Male Speaker #2:  Bienvenu a Quebec, welcome to Quebec.

Male Speaker #1: Quebec City stands high above the St. Lawrence River which links the Canadian interior with the Atlantic Ocean. Three hundred years ago it was the capital of New France. To the south was a British colony New England, in what is now the USA, the British fought the French for control of trade in North America.

Female Speaker #1: Quebec City was the key to that trade and in 1759 the two armies met.

Male Speaker #1: Defending the city was the Marquis de Montcalm, attacking was the British General Wolfe. They met the French in a fierce and bloody battle. Both leaders were killed as the British defeated the French. General Wolfe died at the moment of his victory but he’d won Canada for Britain.

Female Speaker #2: Un café au lait, s’il vous plaît. Oui Madame.

Female Speaker #1: The British won the war but they have never won the citizens of Quebec over to the use of the English language. The Québécois are still very proud of their French traditions.
